1) We are again offering two types of scholarships this year:

a) The first scholarship offered is our academic scholarship.  This award is given on the criteria of academics and the essay that is written by the applicant.  The scholarship awarded in this category can be used at any school except for those students attending Sauk Valley Community College, as explained in our brochures.
b) The second scholarship is offered only to Sauk Valley College Students.  It is based upon the criteria of academics, the essay that is written by the applicant, and financial need.  Sauk Valley College students can only apply for both types of scholarships if it is your intent to transfer to another college or university at the Spring Semester.  In addition, students and/or their families must fill out and have on file at Sauk Valley Community College the 2011-2012 Student Aid Report.  Failure to do so will disqualify your application.

2) When submitting your application, an official copy of your transcripts must be included.  Only grades through the first semester of the current year (Fall 2010) are required to be on the transcript when you apply for a scholarship.

3) The Thirty-Fourth Annual Scholarship Awards Banquet will be held on Sunday, June 26.  If you are awarded a scholarship, you will be notified by May 15.  Your attendance is required if you wish to receive your scholarship.  Please note this date on your calendar now.

4) It is the intent of T.C.E.S., Inc., to help Latino students further their college goals.  All monies awarded are to be used for such educational expenses, as tuition, books and/or fees.  As such you will receive one-half of your award for the Fall Semester and the second half for the Spring Semester or one third at each of the trimesters.  You will be asked to bring a schedule for the upcoming semester/trimester as proof of your current status.  If in the interim you do not return to school, you are required to return your check to T.C.E.S., Inc.

5) You must have a grade point average of 2.0 out of a possible 4.0, a C average, while attending your post-secondary school of choice. 

6) Parents or representatives of scholarship recipients will be required to assist with fundraisers during the year.  Failure to help out during the first semester may result in your child not receiving their check second semester, failure to help the second semester may disqualify your child from eligibility for the next academic year.  Parents must sign the commitment statement enclosed in the application form.  Sign-up for this year’s fundraisers will be held on the first Tuesday of August, which will be our first regular board meeting of the year at the YWCA on First Avenue, Sterling.
